Anyone who has been involved in education or non-profit work in Gainesville and Hall
County knows Dr. Patricia Burd. The words “Leader, Servant, Advocate” hold the key to the
difference she has made in so many lives through her dedication, generosity, time, and her
belief that everyone is deserving of opportunities to better themselves and their community.

A native of Marion, Indiana, Patricia Ayers Burd grew up in Greenville, Illinois. She
received a BA in Mathematics from Greenville College, an MS in Education from Butler
University, and a PhD from St. Louis University.

The professional career of Dr. Burd extends from 1961
until her retirement in 2004. Her experiences during these years
included teaching math in public schools and working as a
university administrator in student development before moving to
the field of school counselor, which she continued after her move
to Gainesville in 1985 at Gainesville City and Hall County
schools.

Her work as a volunteer and/or board member has
extended to organizations such as the Family Relations Program
(now Center for Hope and Healing),Vision 2030 Diversity
Committee, the Humane Society of Northeast Georgia, the
Georgia Student Finance Commission, Center Point, and the
Quinlan Visual Arts Center. Additionally, her duties and accomplishments as First Lady of
Brenau for twenty years helped make the University what it is today. She also served on the
Board of Trustees for Greenville College in Illinois and is now a Trustee Emeritus. And, of
course, she has served on the Board of the Northeast Georgia History Center from 2006 until
today, with two terms as President.

As a member of the First United Methodist Church of Gainesville, Dr. Burd has served
on both the Board of Trustees and the Memorials Committee, and currently sings in the
Chancel Choir.

In 2005 Governor Sonny Perdue tapped Dr. Burd to represent the 9th Congressional District
as a member of the Georgia Student Finance Commission which oversees and promotes
education beyond high school, primarily through the HOPE Scholarship Program. Governor
Nathan Deal recently appointed her to her third term. She served as Chair from 2013 to 2015.
Dr. Burd married Dr. John S. Burd in 1961. They have 2 children, Catherine (Cappy) and
Emily; and 5 grandchildren: Jeffrey Davis, John Davis, Elizabeth Webster, John Webster, and
Rebecca Webster.
